(Yenthrams are gold sheets bearing

important Sanskrit inscriptions of deities

which are ceremoniously placed in the

base of the granite pedestal on which the

deity is installed in the sanctum

sanctorum.

Yenthrams are also the conduit of power

to the deities. This power is charged and

reinforced through the continuous

chanting of related prayers during the 48

days Yagasalai Poojas.)

Kalaakarshanam

(Before the holy kumbams are placed in

the Yagasalai, the power of the deities

will be transferred on to the kumbams.

This ceremony is called

Kalaakarshanam.

The holy vessels will be brought in a

chariot from the present Serangoon site

in procession to the new abode at

Rivervale Crescent. After the procession,

the Yagasalai Poojai will commence at

the new site.)

Vimana Kalasa Sthapanam

(Kalasams which are sanctified

pinnacles, will be placed at the top of

Vimanams or temple domes)

Placing of Gems, Jewels, Gold and Silver
Rice

(On this day, the specially blessed

Yenthrams for which preceding prayers

were held for 48 days will be ceremonially

placed in the pheedams or dias of the

sanctums. Thereafter devotees can place

gem stones, their preferred jewels, gold

and silver rice in the pheedams )

Anointment Ceremony

(During the Anointment Ceremony, oil is

placed on the vigrahams or deities.

Through the ceremony devotees are given

a rare opportunity to touch the deities)

Lakshmi Poojai

(A special Lakshmi Poojai will be

performed to invoke the blessings of

Goddess Lakshmi for the energy of a

“spiritually charged” and successful

temple in Sengkang. It will be performed

with 9 sumangalis or married women and

9 kanyas or single women. Devotees will
receive a blessed Lakshmi pendant at the

end of the poojai)

Maha Kumbabishegam

(The Maha Kumbabishegam or

Consecration Ceremony will take place

during the auspicious time of 10.20 am to

10.40 am. Thereafter darshan (prayers) and

temple varisai (offerings) will be received.

Annathanam (a feast) will be served for the

devotees at the vacant land next to AVGMT’s

new site)

Kalyana Utsavam

(A special Kalyana Utsavam will be held from

6.00 pm followed by a procession of deities.

Mandalabishegam begins

(48 days of Mandalabishegam will

commence after the Kumbabishegam and

special abishegams and homams will be

conducted everyday. Presiding deities will

take different forms and alankarams or

adornment.)

Mandalabishegam Concluding Prayers

(A grand concluding special abishegam
will be performed and a chariot procession
of the main deities will be held.)

Navarathinam set at $25 can be pre ordered
with the Temple. It will also be available at
the New Temple site on the day of the
ceremony.
